LOCAL TO GLOBAL — NCAC Japanese Ministry

At the end of May, Cathy and
I were able to re-visit Japan
with our two youngest chil-
dren, Rohan and Erina. We
were a bit anxious about how
we would cope, having been
away almost two years, but
we were able to slot in re-
markably well. We caught up
with missionaries, stu-
dents and graduates we
had previously ministered
to, friends from the
neighbourhood and our
local Japanese church.
One of the highlights was
to meet up with recent
returnees from Sydney. |
am sure you will be en-
couraged from their sto-
ries.

I met Taisei about
a year ago at La Lingua
Language School in the city,
where we hold an English
and Japanese Bible study. He
had attended church a few
times before coming to Syd-
ney on a working holiday
visa and wanted to find out
more. He keenly participated
in a number of small groups
and started attending the
Japanese service and some-
times Cammeray@5.30. Tai-
sei’s family roots are Korean
and he had suffered bullying

and rejection in Japan, yet as
heard the gospel, he discov-
ered a love and an acceptance
that went beyond cultural
heritage. Despite progress in
understanding he still had
problems with believing the
resurrection, but after reading
the end of Luke together one

believe. He was preparing to
be baptised with Sho, another
new Christian at SJEC, but
was called back to Japan at
the time of his grandfather’s
death. Taisei’s faith has been
nurtured by missionaries in
Japan, leading to his baptism
in May. It was a great thrill
to meet Taisei again.

became a Christian in Aus-
tralia. Initially she was disap-
pointed at having to return to
Japan but just before she left
she met with Cathy to share
how God had changed her
heart and how she was keen
to serve Christians and mis-
sionaries back in Japan with
her translating skills. Her job
requires her to visit a number
of cities, so we referred her
to churches that we know,
including the one we at-
tended on this visit, where
we met. It is great to see her
faith growing.

We also met up with
Sho’s parents who had re-
cently returned, leaving Sho
to finish his Sydney Uni
Course. Sho’s brother, Shu,
has now come to Sydney and
meets with us on Sunday
afternoons and at City Bible
study. Pray that he too will
come to trust Jesus while he
is in Australia.

CARTER ST UPDATE

After further careful consideration and receipt of expert advice from an independent estate agent and the Anglican
Church Property Trust, the Wardens have decided not to pursue the purchase of this house. The main reason is
that we don't believe the house is currently suitable for ministry use, and the necessary improvements would not be
economically justifiable. While the purchase would have some strategic value (eliminating one neighbour who may
complain about Cammeray church activities and development), we think our decision needs to be based primarily on
the suitability of the house for a ministry family. We do believe the purchase of another residence is in the long term
interests of the Parish and we will work to put forward a plan to acquire a suitable house within the Parish. Firstly,
however, we will turn our attention to progressing the development of the Cammeray church site. We want to thank
all those who made pledges (over $300,000 was pledged up front and over $45k was pledged for the first 3

years). We would also like to encourage everyone to consider making a gift towards reducing our existing Parish
debts ($522,000 on the PMC and $250,000 on the Market Street house).
